only), publication, language, country of
publication, publication date, and ISSN.
Searches can be limited to full text, peer
reviewed, or articles about U.S. Hispanics
only. Results can be sorted to identify the
most recent, oldest, or most relevant.
Results can also be displayed by journal
title, and hit-term highlighting in search
results makes it easy to find your search
terms in context. m Prisma users will also
enjoy all the standard features and
functionality that you expect to see in
Chadwyck-Healey™ databases:
